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Storm sewer project reducing flooding on 
Laverne Drive, surrounding neighborhoods

For decades, a decent storm in 
Highland meant canoes floating down 
Laverne Drive.

“People used to think we were kidding 
about rowing down Laverne after a 
heavy rain,” Public Works Director Mark 
Knesek said. “It was no joke.”

Last year, the Board of Sanitary 
Commissioners set aside the funds 
to stop flooding. A 12-inch storm 
sewer, which collected rainwater from 
neighborhoods along Wirth Road 
bordered by Pettit Park on the west and 
Arbor Hill Drive on the east, has been 
replaced with a 24-inch storm sewer 
that now discharges directly into the 
Cady Marsh Ditch.

“The large drainage area and the 

distance stormwater had to travel 
contributed to water backing up not 
only on Laverne, but also on Wirth,” 
Knesek said. “The new sewer is double 
the size and was designed with a more 
direct path to the Cady Marsh Ditch.”

A valve at its discharge point prevents 
stormwater from the Cady Marsh Ditch 
from backing up in the street during 
extreme rainfall. 

The project has already been tested — 
and passed with flying colors.

“In late June, nearly 8 inches of rain 
fell over 10 days. Both Laverne and 
Grace remained dry,” he said. “Without 
additional construction, flooding at the 
five-way intersection west of Grace at 
Pettit Park was also reduced.” v
